SHORT-TERM AND LONG-TERM OVERSEAS STUDY PROGRAM

　Our school started three overseas study programs in 2006.  The goal of these programs is to improve students' 

English abilities. Preceding its start, our school exchanged agreements with the two schools in 2005, North Island College 

and the English Language Center of Victoria University and with Malaspina International High School in 2006.  We 

also developed a sister-school relationship with Bond University in Australia in 2007.

One-month Overseas Study Program

　This is a one-month study program which is held at  Bond University in Gold Coast, Australia.  Students in the 

abvanced course can participate.  The students are expected to improve English abilities through homestay.   

Half-year Overseas Study Program

This is a five-month study program which is held at the English Language Center of Victoria University in 

Victoria, Canada.  Fourth-year students of the International Trade and Transport Department can participate.  This 

program started in April, 2006.  In 2006 three students, and in 2007 eight students took part in the program. 

One-year Overseas Study Program

　In October, 2006, a overseas study program contract between our school and Malaspina International High School, 

which is located in Nanaimo, Canada, was concluded and a one-year overseas study program was established.  2008 

is the first year for this program to be conducted, and two third graders from the department of International Trade 

and Transport will participate in it.
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
